Mearthe village of Beddgelert in Morth Wales is a beautiful
sculpture of avery special frilend.
According tolegend, the monument marks the resting
place ofthe faithful dog, Gelert, who once belonged to the
medisval Welsh Prince, Llewelyn the Great. A tombstone
tells the story of a fateful day when Llewelyn went
out hunting leaving the faithful hound, Gelert, to guard
higyoung san. On hisreturn Gelert Sprang to gresthis
master, but Llewelyn noticed some blood an his fur.
He rushed inside hishouse. To hishorror the first thing
he saw was his son’s cot. [twas empty!

The frantic father turmed on the dog, thinking he must
have harmed the boy. He killed Gelert there and then with
his eword. Atthat moment a child’s cry rang out through
the house. Llewelyn searched and discovered hisboy
unharmed, but nearby lay the body of a mighty wolf which
Gelert had killed before it attacked the small child.

Prince Llewelyn is said neverto have smiled again and

with tears of sadness heburied Gelertin this place,
which became known as “the grave of Gelert®,

orin Welsh, Beddgelert.
