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Emest Shackleton

From the time that he was a small boy Ernest Shaclleton longed to g0 to sea. At sixteen he got his chance and joined the
crew of a ship sailing to and from the Far East and America. Thiswas the start of an amazing life of daring and discoverny.

I December, 1014, Shaclleton set outon perhaps his most famous voyage. Itwas his third expedition to Antarctica. His
shipwas called the “Endurance” and his mission to travel 15on miles across Antartica. Just 5 weelcs Later, “Endurance™
became frozen in pack ice, unable to move. After being stuck for months the boat began to buclde, crushed by the ice.
The crew was forced to abandon ship. They set up campon an ice floe, but thiswas toodangerous so Shaclkleton and
hismen set out in three lifeboats, After six days, the men reached an isolated, uninhabited spot called Elephant [sland.

Shackleton lcnew that for his men to survive, he must fetch helpfrom a whaling station. It was oo miles away but it was
their only hope! Putting their co mplete tust in him and knowing their leader would retum if it was humanly possible,
the men watched as Shaclleton and four others rowed away. Six long months followed before Shacldeton was finalky

able to rescue his men 1268 days later, after ajourney of nearly 1600 miles,

Shaclleton’s courage and the tiusthe inspired in his men live onin legend.
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
