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Working definition of the curriculum Ofsted

‘The curriculum is a framework for setting out the aims of a
programme of education, including the knowledge and
understanding to be gained at each stage (intent); for

translating that framework over time into a structure and
narrative, within an institutional context (implementation) and
for evaluating what knowledge and understanding pupils have
gained against expectations (impact/achievement).’




The Curriculum at Deerhurst and Apperley is:

Shaped by our vision: ‘Learning and living as children of God’. It is carefully thought out with opportunities and the intent to give the children a curriculum that will enable them to be the best they can be, like God wants the best for everyone.

The Curriculum at Deerhurst and Apperley is:

BALANCED:  by promoting the intellectual, moral, spiritual aesthetic, creative emotional and physical development of each child.  This intent is aligned to objectives in school and national policy objectives. Staff have a shared understanding of intent, implementation and impact and consistent teaching and marking methods are used (Implementation) to ensure impact on pupils.

RIGOROUS: the curriculum takes into account disciplinary habits of mind – disciplinary specific, powerful ways of thinking that are developed through sustained engagement with the discipline.  For example, inverse operations in maths, cause and effect in science and provenance and context in history. This is all part of the implementation of the framework itself.

COHERENT: the curriculum is designed to promote the development of capabilities across subjects – for example, children learn about graphs in maths before it is needed in science. The design of our curriculum implementation will lead to impact through this coherence.

VERTICALLY INTEGRATED: it is clear how material taught in one year builds on what was learned in previous years, and how it leads on to subsequent learning. School clearly sets out the objectives each year and they are made clear at the implementation of the curriculum and the intent of how objectives will be transferred into processes, such as subject coverage, medium term plans and termly plans. The methods then developed in the classroom with objectives and marking will then reinforce implementation. 

APPROPRIATE: the curriculum provides challenge for students when it is implemented and is planned for impact when study is ongoing or complete. That it meets the needs of all learners.

RELEVANT: the curriculum will be relevant and take into account the interest, needs and wishes of children, but within a framework of informed choice in respect of pedagogy and curriculum.  School make clear objectives from national intent of the curriculum which are transferred clearly into implementation within school processes which lead to outcomes (Impact) of the school objectives and those of the children.
Subject Intent 

The intention of the MFL curriculum at Deerhurst and Apperley is that children are taught to develop a curiosity about and an interest in learning languages in a way that is enjoyable and stimulating, and which develops their confidence so that they feel safe to try new words and sentences. In addition to learning the language, it is intended that children will also learn of cultural differences, developing their own cultural capital through the exploration of the language and traditions of another country. This will be through language lessons, British values and enrichment opportunities. It is also intended to embed the skills of speaking, listening, reading and writing that are necessary to enable children to use and apply their language learning in a variety of contexts and lay the foundations for future learning.

The MFL curriculum at Deerhurst and Apperley is designed to progressively develop children skills in languages, through regular taught lessons in KS2. KS1 and EYFS children will learn simple vocabulary such as ways to say hello, good morning, good afternoon, counting and simple colours at regular intervals through the year. The main language taught is French though there are times when children will be involved in learning other languages such as in preparation for European Day of Languages. Children progressively acquire, use and apply a growing bank of vocabulary and grammar organised around topics. These topics follow a two-year cycle and are reviewed annually to take account of any changing class/school structure. The Plan-It KS2 scheme of work for French, introduced in October 2019, is used to ensure coverage and progression across the key stage. The intention is for children to know more, remember more and understand more.
Implementation

In line with the National Curriculum, children at Deerhurst and Apperley are taught to:

· listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding

· explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words

· engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help

· speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures

· develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases

· present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences

· read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing

· appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language

· broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary

· write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clear

· describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing

· understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English.
The chosen scheme of work for French provides a variety of resources to support teaching and learning opportunities for children, including clear progression grids and content. Teachers use a variety of techniques to encourage children to have an active engagement with the language. These include:
· Games – in order to develop vocabulary through repetition, reading, writing, speaking and listening skills.

· Role-play – these should relate to the situations the children may find themselves in the future.

· Action songs and rhymes – to develop phonetic skills, memory skills and to further vocabulary.

· Reading and writing quality materials.

· We build children’s confidence through praise for any contribution they make in the foreign language, however tentative.

Monitoring and evaluation of language teaching will follow the monitoring and evaluation schedule set out in the School Development Plan. The impact will be measured through the following methods:
· Observations of children speaking and listening in French

· Marking of written work

· Pupil voice

· Learning walks to focus on environment

· Subject assessment tracking (Milestones criteria)

· Annual reporting to parents
